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he series »Applied Sexual Science« seeks dialogue: it has an interdiscipli-

nary outlook and particularly aims to link theory and practice. Members
of the academy and of practical projects such as counseling centers and self-help
organizations get into conversation with one another at eye-level. In this way, it
might be possible to shorten the often lengthy transfer processes through which
practical experiences have been making their belated entrance in scientific institu-
tions. At the same time science may thus contribute to underpin and contextualize
new concepts.

The series is based on a positive understanding of sexuality. The focus here is
on the question of how a self-determined and appreciative approach to sex/gender
and sexuality can be promoted in society. Sexuality is regarded as being embedded
in social contexts: in modern bourgeois societies it is an area of life in which gen-
der, class, and racist relations as well as ideological preconditions intersect, and
often conflictually so. Simultaneously, in this area negotiations about an open
and diversity-accepting development of society take place.
