The aim of this conference is to widen the previous collective work edited by
R.PERRON The Stability of Europe. The Common Market: Towards the Integration
of Industrial and Financial Markets (1958-1968)?, Presses Universitaires de
Paris-Sorbonne, 2004. This work studied the settlement of the European Economic
Community (the Common Market) through the integration of markets. The
institutional structure of the EEC, based on the notion of stability, is indeed
variously felt according to industrial branches and according to the various
countries. In the same way, the EEC is also differently felt according to the
independence of the financial market related to the City of London and according
to the currency policy.

This conference wishes to look further into the study of this European
integration, with the American market, in the light of multilateralism. But what is
multilateralism? The article «Europe, actrice et moteur de la mondialisation depuis
19507, published in the Revue Relations Internationales, 124(Winter 2005), offers
this definition. After having considered the origins and philosophy of the
multilateral system in the light of Woodrow Wilson's internationalism after
1914-18 and the 1929 crisis, multilateralism proves to be an average between
Ricardo's (and of Smith's) liberalism and the interventionism of Keynes. It rests on
the international institutions (the GATT/OMC, the OECE/OCDE, ECSC, the EEC
and the EU, the IMF and the UEM, the ILO, the TPI, the CNUCED, etc.).
Certainly, the multilateral system is deeply influenced by the foreign policy of the
United States. This is why it can be considered as the achievement of the American
power, according to the system-world. Hence its ambiguity.

The goal of this conference is to cross these two prospects. By considering the
institutional organization of the multilateralism, would the «Trente Glorieuses»
(the Silver Fifties and the Golden Sixties) be the result of the establishment of
multilateralism in Europe and in the United States? What is the influence of these
multilateral institutions in different countries? Is this the prelude to globalization?
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The methodology will be more particularly based on Institutionalism, with a
focus on the Sixties. Transdisciplinarity is then highly encouraged, with history,
legal sciences, political sciences and sociology.

English or French contributions will be published by the Presses Universitaires
de Paris-Sorbonne. The costs for transportation and accommodation will be
assumed by the organisers.
