UDC .t IFLA 

A half-day UDC Workshop organized by the 
IFLA Standing Committee on Classification and In­
dexing and co-sponsored by UDC, FlD and the Brit­
ish Standards Institution (BSI) was held at the 64th 
IFLA Conference in Amsterdam, August 19,1998. 
Approximately 50 persons attended the session 
chaired by Professor I.e. McIlwaine, Editor in Chief 
of UDe.
