The final decision on 
the acceptance of papers for the festschrift should be 
made by ISKO's Scientific Advisory Board. W. 
Schmitz-Esser, chairman of the Advisory Board, will 
submit the idea of the festschrift at a forthcoming 
meeting of the Board in Lille, 1998.

The Executive Board met 24 April 1998 in Wiirz­
burg, Germany. Topics included:

There has been a tremendous interest in ISKO's 
5th International Conferenc in Lille. The conference 
chair (W. Mustafa-Elhadi) received 1 17 proposed pa­
pers. The preliminary program was distributed in KO 
4/98. 

P. Stancikova has established a web site for ISKO, 
which contains general information about ISKO, the 
addresses for ISKO members, an electronic form for 
signing up as ISKO member and news of current is­
sues of Knowledge Organization and its bibliography. 
The web site has not been made public yet, but we 
will announce its launch in the journal - hopefully we 
will be able to lauch it in Lille! 

Ergon Verlag will publish the proceedings of the 
ISKO conference in Berlin in 1998. 

The 6th International ISKO Conference will take 
place at the end of May in the year 2000 in Toronto, 
Canada. The conference will be organized by Nancy 
Williamson. The Executive Board recommends 
"Visualizing Knowledge Structures" as conference 
theme. This suggestion will be discussed at the Scien­
tific Advisory Board Meeting in Lille. The Call for 
Papers will be published in early 1999.
