This is the first issue of Diydr, a new interdisciplinary and regionally transcending ac-
ademic journal edited by the Society of Turkic, Ottoman and Turkish Studies (Gesell-
schaft fur Turkologie, Osmanistik und Turkeiforschung, GTOT e.V.). It focuses on
Turkey, the Ottoman Empire and its successor states, Iran, Central Asia and the Cau-
casus. It also examines the languages, cultures and the histories of various Turkic and
Iranian-speaking ethnic groups, dynasties and states as well as of other ethnolinguistic
and religious groups living in these countries and areas until the present day.

Besides its regular numbers containing
academic research articles and reviews from various areas, special thematic issues will ca-
ter to in-depth academic debates under the responsibility of guest editors. We will be
happy to cooperate with guest editors from different disciplines and academic ranks.
Diydrwill publish contributions in German, English and French to ensure that it caters
to the multilingualism in the arts and humanities.
