(STDs). The Ministry hired Kelly Key, a Brazilian pop 
singer, to deliver the campaign messages. One of the 
objectives was to empower the girls and encourage 
them not to be ashamed to buy condoms and to de-
mand that their partners use them. The article presents 
the results of a national survey conducted with 1,006 
adolescent women, which was sponsored by the Mini-
stry of Health. The results show that campaign ma-
terials reached the main target public and that they 
were very positively received. Moreover, the survey 
data show that the Carnival Campaign had important 
effects, generating discussions in the adolescents’ so-
cial environments and reinforcing a social norm that 
favors the participation of women in the purchase and

Seven-hundred-ten face-
to-face interviews were conducted with women who 
were recruited from various settings in the city of San 
Francisco to evaluate the impact of the campaign. Sur-
vey participants were asked to describe the content of 

the PSAs. Having viewed the PSA was significantly 
associated with the ability to identify all four guide-
lines (OR = 1.96; 95% CI: 1.35-2.85), knowing how 
to perform breast self-exam (BSE; OR = 2.25; 95% 
CI: 1.53-3.29), having performed BSE within the past 
month (OR = 3.12; 95% CI: 2.05-4.74), and having a 
clinical breast exam (CBE; OR = 2.98; 95% CI: 1.82-
4.90) and mammogram (MAM; OR = 1.97; 95% CI: 
1.16-3.36) in the past year. The study findings sup-
port that a media campaign utilizing PSAs is effective 
in improving knowledge of breast health guidelines, 
teaching Chinese women how to (BSEs), and increas-
ing breast health practices.“

The results of 
a two-factor confirmatory factor model showed that 
the five suggested features for challenge formats did, 
indeed, appear together (alpha = .76), and the seven 
features for stigma formats, also, appeared together 
(alpha = .90), and showed no residual relationship. In 
other words, the results suggest that media depictions 
of health topics appear in either challenge or stigma 
formats (r = – .87). Health issues appearing in maga-
zine advertisements and articles presented messages in 
challenge formats, while brochures and posters from 
largely nonprofit and government groups depicted 
health issues in stigma formats. Some health topics 
appeared most often in challenge formats (includ-
ing cancer, heart disease, and scoliosis), while others 
appeared in stigma formats (including tuberculosis, 
hepatitis, smoking, and sexually transmitted diseases 
[STDs]). Findings suggest that media depictions of 
health differ, and the implications of stigma and chal-
lenge formats are discussed.“

A multidimen-
sional measure of emotion (pleasure, arousal, domi-
nance) was used. A total of 1,595 individuals were 
coded. The results demonstrate that emotionality was 
stereotyped to some degree, particularly in relation to 
women, ethnic minorities, and senior citizens. Spe-
cifically, African Americans were depicted as excited 
whereas Asian Americans were seen as calm. Women 
were portrayed as happy and teens were shown as sad. 
The results support the social construction of emotion 
and suggest that the news media play a role in framing 
and constructing emotional meaning with regard to 
different subgroups in American society.“

Study 2, a survey of 86 youth ages 12 
to 18 conducted in a focus-group format, examines 
the correlation of responses to a cued-recall measure 
(a TV grid) and a media time use log (a diary in 30-
min time blocks). Respondents’ reports of time spent 
with television from the TV grid were significantly 
greater than those from the time-use log. The article 
concludes with suggestions for future research needed 
to better understand teenagers’ time with media in the

nition were tested. „Happy reunion“ film scenes were 
taken from comic, action, drama, and nonfiction gen-
res. Their speed was varied to result in 3 levels: original 
velocity, acceleration by one third, and deceleration 
by one third. Fifty participants judged the fittingness 
of all scenes in each of the 4 genres. Velocity proved 
to be an effective parameter in the recognition of the 
comical and dramatic genres but not of the action and 
nonfiction genres. As predicted, when a scene belong-
ing to any genre was decelerated, participants judged 
the scene as belonging more to the dramatic genre (p < 
.01) and less to the comic genre (p < .01). Acceleration 
of a scene belonging to any genre increased its comi-
cal fittingness (p < .05). The role of prototypicality of 
scenes in the interaction with velocity turned out to 
be only modest. In a few cases genre crossings (i.e., 
confusing a scene’s genre with another in recognition) 
resulted from velocity manipulations of nonproto-
typical but not prototypical scenes.“

Uncertainty reduction theory and predicted outcome 
value theory are used to contextualize individuals’ 
motivations and behaviors in the risky and uncertain 
environment of online consumer-to-consumer (C2C) 
auctions. Data from 6477 randomly-selected auctions 
conducted over eBay.com indicate that more com-
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modity information leads to more, and higher, final 
bids; higher seller reputation results in fewer bids 
for less money; and greater system security features 
result in fewer bids. Additionally, holding item type 
constant, much more variance in final bid price and 
bid activity can be explained by these factors as item 
value increases, although important differences in the 
direction of relations emerge as well.

The compensation hy-
pothesis states that people high in dating anxiety and 
low in physical self-esteem seek casual dates online 
because the features of online communication (e.g. 
reduced cues, anonymity, controllability) allow them 
to compensate for the deficits experienced in offline 
dating. The recreation hypothesis proposes that sexu-
ally-permissive people and high sensation-seekers will 
look for casual partners online because they value the 
anonymity of the internet.

Alle Modellierun-
gen bestätigen die Agenda-Setting-Hypothese, da es 
zeitversetzt signifikante Effekte der Medienagenda auf 
die Publikumsagenden gibt, aber keine zeitversetzten 
Effekte der Publikumsagenden auf die Medienagenda. 
Zudem findet sich ein indirekter Effekt auf die Selte-
nernutzer. Weil sie nicht täglich Fernsehnachrichten 
nutzen, erfahren sie keinen direkten, zeitnahen Be-
wusstseinsimpuls durch den Medieninput. Stattdes-
sen zeigt sich ein signifikanter Effekt nach drei Tagen, 
den wir als Gesprächseffekt interpretieren, mit dem 
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setzung auf kognitiv-emotionaler Ebene. Um TV-
Beiträge zum Thema Nachhaltigkeit im Hinblick 
auf ihr kognitives und emotionales Wirkungspoten-
zial einschätzen zu können, wurde ein in der Praxis 
handhabbares Instrument entwickelt, das in der Lage 
ist, folgende wichtige Aspekte zu ermitteln: Werden 
Angebote für disperse Zuschauergruppen unterbrei-
tet? Enthält der zu untersuchende Beitrag ausreichend 
Aspekte der Nachhaltigkeit? Wie reagieren Zuschau-
er/innen kognitiv und emotional auf die Beiträge?“
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
